At Deltona High School, we believe that expectations are necessary to ensure everyone’s right to teach and to learn.  To make the most of your education, please read this student handbook carefully.  Your success is dependent upon the following expectations:

Be prepared for class and on task always.  Please bring:
· Textbook, paper, and pencil/pen daily
· Complete homework
· Other materials required by the teacher
· BYOT (technology needed)

Be on time
· Be in the classroom/designated area before the tardy bell rings
· Attend class daily and each period

Accept responsibility
· Do your best academically every day
· Follow all Deltona High School uniform/dress code & behavior expectations
· Follow all the Volusia County School Board Code of Conduct expectations

Make a positive contribution to Deltona High School
· Use appropriate language
· Behave appropriately in school and at school related events
· Take care of your school and school materials
· Demonstrate pride in your school and show consideration for others










Student Information


Accidents and Injuries
If you are involved in an accident or receive an injury on school grounds, at practice sessions, or during any athletic/extracurricular event sponsored by the school, you must immediately report to the teacher, coach, or sponsor in charge and to an administrator to complete an accident report.

Announcements
Be sure to listen carefully to the daily announcements during first period.  This is how you can learn about special school events, test and graduation information, and recognition of individuals and groups.  Take advantage of your right to hear about school activities by listening responsibly so you can be informed of all the activities at Deltona High School.

Attendance
If you are absent from school, phone calls (or written excuses if there is no phone) from the parent/guardian to the Attendance Office, ext. 44091 are required the same day of the absence.  The information should include the student’s name, alpha code, the date of and reason for the absence, the parent/guardian’s name and telephone number.  Absences should be for the following reasons: student illness, family emergency, death in family, medical appointments and religious holidays.
NOTE: The Florida Legislature has enacted requirements that schools report to the Department of Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles (DHSMV) the names of students who fail to satisfy the attendance requirements.  This refers to students who accumulate 15 unexcused absences (excludes out of school suspension) within 90 calendar days.  Students who fail to satisfy attendance requirements will be INELIGIBLE for driving privileges.

Bus Transportation
Bus transportation is provided for students who live at or beyond a two-mile radius from school.  Students should be at their bus stop at least 15 minutes before the scheduled pick up time.  A student may not ride another bus (or use a different bus stop location) without prior approval from the administrator in charge of transportation which will only be granted in the event of an emergency.  A note (with phone number of where the parent can be reached) or a phone call from the parent/guardian, stating the nature of the emergency, must be received by the administrator over transportation.  Students who use VCSB buses for transportation are expected to abide by all rules and regulations addressed in the VCSB Code of Conduct Handbook as well as the DHS Student Handbook.  Bus transportation information is available in building 6.


Campus Advisors
Campus Advisors are available throughout the campus to give directions, provide a safe and secure environment, and assist students in many ways.  Students are to treat the campus advisors with the utmost respect.

Cell Phone and Electronic Devices
Cell phones must be turned off and out of sight during instructional time.  Cell phones may not be used as a camera or video device and are not allowed during the school day.  Disciplinary action will be taken on anyone who records any activities on any device, including cell phones.  We are a BYOT (bring your own technology) school and therefore we have established BYOT classrooms.  These classrooms will have specific policies and procedures outlined for you.

Checking out of School
Parents requesting early check-out of their student can complete a pre-arranged check-out pass, located in the Main Office and return it to the Attendance Office minimum of two days before scheduled appointment.  This alleviates any wait time for you when you come to pick up your student.  If you call or come in, please understand that we do need time to get your student for you.  It is important that we check Drivers License of anyone picking up your student early from school.  This will be done to ensure the safety security of your child.

Conduct Management Office
Appropriate behavior is necessary for learning to take place; therefore, positive behavior must be maintained.  Understanding the disciplinary process at Deltona High School will help students have a positive attitude and do their part in making the school an effective place of learning.  At different times and for various reasons, students may be requested to be sent to the office and told to bring all belongings with them.  Teachers’ authority is not restricted to their classrooms; it includes the building and grounds, as well as any school-sponsored activity.  Teachers and staff members have the authority to counsel and refer students for behavior considered in opposition to established school policy (Florida Statute 32.27).
It is essential that all students read and become familiar with the Volusia County Schools Code of Student Conduct and Discipline that is given to all students the first week of school.  this booklet clearly defines the responsibilities and rights of students attending Volusia County Schools as well as the consequences of student actions which disrupt the educational process.  Be sure to read the list on the inside back cover of the Code of Student Conduct that states items that MAY NOT be brought onto any school property.















Student Information

Food Services – School Way Café
Deltona High School has one lunch period during which hot plate lunches and a la carte items are served in the cafeteria.  The hot lunch price for 2018-2019 is $2.25 for students.  Additional a la carte items can be purchased in the patio and cafeteria areas.  There are several outdoor and indoor seating areas for students.  Each student is responsible for disposing of his/her trash and for keeping the eating areas clean.  Breakfast is available before school free of charge.
Students who were eligible for free and reduced lunch last year (2017-2018) must submit a new application within the first nine days of school.  Last year’s lunch number can only be used for the first 30 days.  Every student must use the lunch number assigned (whether paid, free or reduced).  Do not use any other lunch number but your own.  Applications for free and reduced price school meals are available  from the School Counseling Reception desk or online at http://myvolusiaschools.org/schoolwaycafe/Pages/Free-and-Reduced-Meal-Applications.aspx.
Vending machines are located between the cafeteria and gym.  It is recommended that you have correct change for the machines.  Refunds must be reported directly to the vending company.  Food and drinks can be purchased during class transition times only.
Seniors who meet the requirements many have off-campus lunch privileges.  There is a $10.00 fee quarterly to purchase an off-campus lunch pass.  This privilege is for SENIORS only.  Applications are available outside the Activity Office.
If your lunch is being dropped off, the person dropping off your lunch will need to check-in the Main Office (Building 6) by 10:45 in order to have the lunch ready for you to be picked up.  You will then pick up your lunch in the Conduct Management Office at the start of lunch.  Make sure your name is on your lunch.

Hall Passes
If you are out of a classroom during class time for any reason, you must have a completed yellow hall pass from your teacher.  You must strictly adhere to the destination of your hall pass.  Teachers do not issue passes during the first or last ten minutes of any class period or to excuse you from another teacher’s class.

Lockers
Arrangements can be made for a locker through the Student Conduct Management office by completing a request form and paying a $10.00 fee.  Please lock your locker always.  Deltona High School is not responsible for items lost or stolen from lockers.  Lockers may not be shared.  Do not give your combination to anyone.

Lost and Found
Lost and Found is in the Conduct Management Office in building 6.  If you find a lost item, please take it to Lost and Found so the owner can claim it.  Articles not claimed within a reasonable time will be discarded.  Students must show school ID to claim property.










Student Information

Posting Announcements
All posters, advertisements, etc. posted around the campus at Deltona High School must be stamped “APPROVED: STUDENT ACTIVITIES” before they are displayed.  You may have them stamped in the Activity Office in building 6.  It is the responsibility of each person posting information to also remove the material displayed before noon the day following its validity period.  Only painters tape may be used.  Never use tape on a painted surface (doors) or windows.  Remember: “STICK TO BRICK!”

Restrooms
Student restroom facilities are available throughout the campus during the school day.  To keep personal grooming personal, it is to be restricted ONLY to the restroom area.

School Hours
School hours are from 7:29 am – 2:45 pm.  Students are to leave campus immediately when school is over.  If you are involved in an approved school activity beyond these hours, you must be supervised by your sponsor and/or coach.  You must be picked up immediately when the activity is completed.

Student Photo IDs 
A Deltona High ID is REQUIRED for all students.  You will need to purchase a Deltona High School ID badge for $5.00.  You must have your ID in your possession always on the DHS campus.  This badge will not only assist with the safety and security on campus but will serve many functions beneficial to you such as purchasing event tickets and using the media center.

Textbook Room
Starting the second week of school teachers will be assigned days and periods to bring students to the textbook room to collect books for all their courses.  Students will need their official schedule and student ID.  The textbook room is open the following hours: Monday – Friday during lunch.

Volusia County Schools Uniform Policy

· Outer garment must meet uniform/dress code policy.
· Deltona High School shirt colors are white, black, gray and royal blue
· Solid collared, polo-style shirt or oxford-style button down shirt           (short or long sleeved; small logo acceptable)
· Solid navy blue, black, or tan pants, shorts or capris, including black and blue denim (small logo acceptable, no decorations)
· Clothing must be of a length and fit that are suitable to the build and stature of the student
· Shirts must be long enough to clearly overlap the beltline or stay tucked in
· Students must wear a belt if belt loops are visible.  The waistband must be worn and secured between the hips and waist.
· Skirts, shorts, and polo-style dresses must be at least mid-thigh or below in length.
· Clothing must not be see-through or have rips or tears
· Hats, sunglasses and hoods on sweatshirts may not be worn on campus
